B. Ann Otto made a motion to approve the April 22, 2008 Executive Session minutes as amended, Bob Bilda 2nd; Motion carried unanimously.
IX. 
Approval of Financial Reports and Bills Payable
A.
Bob Bilda made a motion to approve the April 30, 2008 Financial Reports as presented, Brian Rick 2nd; Motion carried unanimously.

Denise Howe reviewed with the Board the approved depositories and funds that the District utilizes for checking and investment purposes. 
C.
Denise Howe provided the Board with a copy of a letter that the Board will soon be receiving from the auditors that references various documents School Boards will begin receiving as part of increased audit requirements. She also reported that the Board will need to give the auditors some direction as to how they would like risk assessment information communicated.

Denise Howe reviewed with the Board the requirement for an annual resolution regarding how Wisconsin Retirement System payments are funded. Brian Rick made a motion to approve that any expenditures for 2007-2008 related to the District’s unfunded retirement liability with the Wisconsin Retirement System will be funded by using the District’s fund balance, Bob Bilda 2nd; Motion carried unanimously.

Denise Howe reported that, in the process of union negotiations, the teachers were allowed to vote on their preference of dental insurance carriers for 2008-2009 since the premiums were very similar. She requested that the Board consider accepting the quote of WEA Trust for dental insurance as of July 1, 2008 based on the union vote. Paul Amberg made a motion to approve the change of dental insurance carriers for all eligible employees from Ameritas Group to WEA Trust effective July 1, 2008 as presented, Brian Rick 2nd; Motion carried unanimously.

Denise Howe reviewed with the Board the Food Service Agreement for 2008-2009 that was received from Hartford Union High School. Brian Rick made a motion to approve the Joint Agreement with Hartford Union High School and the Friess Lake School District to prepare, deliver and serve meals for the 2008-2009 school year as presented, Ann Otto 2nd; Motion carried unanimously.

Denise Howe reported on the progress of the 2008-2009 Budget which will be presented at the regular June Board meeting.

John Engstrom reported that FLAG has agreed to pay up to $2500 towards the purchase of a warming oven for food service. He further reported that some additional funds will probably also be coming from the Athletic Committee and that the District would pick up the balance.
