D. Paul Amberg made a motion to approve Jeffrey Schmidt to fill the part time 76% FTE middle school teacher opening as of the 2008-2009 school year as presented, Ann Otto 2nd; Motion carried unanimously. 

E. Ann Otto made a motion to approve the hourly wage increase of Katie Bartelt, part time janitorial, in order to meet the federal minimum wage increase effective July 24, 2008 as presented, Brian Rick 2nd; Motion carried unanimously.

Student Achievement Reports and Updates

John Engstrom reported that approximately 50 students attended summer school this year with a 90% attendance rate. He attributed the attendance rate mostly to the timeframe stating that having summer school closer to the start of the school year gave families a better chance to go on vacation before summer school started.

A. The Board was provided with a Buildings and Grounds Update from Jim Kruk. He reported that summer maintenance projects are being wrapped up and that the main focus now is on the floors.  

B. Denise Howe reported that recent issues with the air conditioning in a couple areas of the building are being looked into.

The Board requested that one Board member take the lead on reviewing the information further and bringing back some recommendations. Brian Rick agreed to do this and will aim for bringing this back in September. John Engstrom also plans to bring back suggestions in September of how the facility use application form could be revised and shortened based on looking at models from other area schools.

The Board also reviewed the rules and exhibit that pertained to those two policies. Ann Otto volunteered to take the lead on reviewing the information further and planned to bring back some recommendations in October. Ann Otto suggested that the Board also consider adding a cyber-bullying policy.
