I. The annual meeting of the School District was called to order by Board President, Tom Wolff at 6:00 P.M.  The meeting was posted at Friess Lake School, Richfield Town Hall, Erin Town Hall, Hartford Times Press, WTKM Radio Station, and Journal/Sentinel-Cedarburg Office.  The quorum was verified. John Engstrom, Denise Howe, Mary Seymour and Craig Vetter were present among the staff. 
II. Brian Rick nominated Tom Wolff as chairperson, Ellen Duhamel 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried.

III. Jennifer Setterlun nominated Denise Howe as secretary, Brian Rick 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried.   
IV. Jennifer Setterlun made a motion to waive the reading of the September 17, 2009 Annual District Meeting minutes since all residents were mailed a copy of the minutes and those present had a copy, Brian Rick 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried. 

V. Tom Wolff, School Board President, announced that he could not be happier with how the District is functioning. He mentioned that he foresees more challenges to come for schools but stated that he feels confident that the District has people in place at all levels to handle it. 
VI.
Ellen Duhamel, School Board Treasurer, reported that the auditor’s performed a “pre-audit” in June in addition to the regular Annual Financial Audit, which was performed in August for the fiscal year end of June 30, 2010. She further reported that the audit report was not yet finalized as of this date but that everything looks to be in good order and that the full report would be coming in the weeks ahead.  
VII.
John Engstrom, District Administrator, reviewed the 2010-2011 school goals which focused on continuing to build on the things that have been worked on in the past several years such as: 21st Century Skills, Reading, building student leadership and improving relationships.  
VIII.
John Engstrom reported that enrollment is down from 298 students last year to 294 students this year and that this is the 5th consecutive year of declining enrollment. He further reported that projected resident census numbers still show a trend of declining enrollment. 
IX.
Denise Howe, Business Manager, gave a summary explanation of 2009-2010 Fiscal Highlights. She reported that over three fiscal periods (2 years), the District has only seen a 1% increase in general budgeted expenditures. She further reported that the District continues to be a school of choice with a net gain of 83 open enrollment students and is scheduled to pay off long term debt in 2013.   
X.
Presentation of the 2010-2011 Budget

A.
Denise Howe reported the results of energy savings related to energy efficiency measures and expenses. This was reported as an addendum to the 2010-2011 Budget. The results will also be reported to the state as required. 

B.
Ellen Duhamel and Denise Howe reviewed some key points that make up the 2010-2011 Budget. It was reported that budgeted expenses were projected to decrease by approximately 2.3% over the previous year’s budgeted expenses. It was further reported that the district is awaiting the October 15th certification of state aid that is projected to decrease by about 15%, which combined with declining resident enrollment, would equate to a 4.8% tax levy increase.  
C.
A Hearing on the 2010-2011 Budget was held. 

XI. Resolutions

A. Jennifer Setterlun made a motion to approve the tax levy of $2,699,300.00 for the 2010-2011 school year, Brian Rick 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried.  

B.
Brian Rick made a motion to approve the annual School Board member salary of $750 per year for the 2010-2011 school year, plus mileage and expenses for meetings outside the School District, Jennifer Setterlun 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried. 
C.
Ellen Duhamel made a motion to grant permission to obtain and pay for services of an attorney as needed during the 2010-2011 school year, Jennifer Setterlun 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried. 
D.
Jennifer Setterlun made a motion to authorize the sale or disposal of unused school property of a value of $300 or less and no longer needed by the School District, Ellen Duhamel 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried. 
E.
Ellen Duhamel made a motion to grant permission to set the date of the next annual meeting at a date other than the fourth Monday in July, Brian Rick 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried. 
F.
Brian Rick made a motion to grant permission to rent out School District property in accordance with School Board policy, Jennifer Setterlun 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried. 
G.
Ellen Duhamel made a motion to direct the School Board to furnish school lunches to the pupils of the School District and to appropriate funds for that purpose, Brian Rick 2nd; 4 aye, 0 nay and the motion carried.
