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Policy Development, Adoption, and Dissemination

The purpose of all policies shall be to promote a just, consistent and strong working relationship between the Board of Education, employees, district residents, and students.  All policies shall be in accordance with the philosophy of the District, Wisconsin statutes, and the Department of Instruction's administrative rules.

The formulation and adoption of written policies shall constitute one method by which the Board shall exercise its leadership in the operation of the school district.  Adoption of new policies is the sole responsibility of the Board.

Policy Development

In formulating policies, the Board shall adopt general principles and statements of intent. The District Administrator and staff shall take action therewith.  Policy suggestions from school employees, district residents, or students may be presented to the Board.  Input gained from these sources will be given serious consideration.  The Board may periodically convene a policy development committee to support their policy writing responsibilities. Specific policy proposals and suggested amendments to or revisions of existing policies shall be submitted to all members of the Board in writing prior to a regularly scheduled meeting. 

Adoption and Amendment of Policies

It shall be the duty of the Board and District Administrator to review district policies on an ongoing fashion to meet the changing needs of the community and schools.  New policies and suggested amendments to or revisions of existing policies shall be adopted by a majority vote of Board.  There shall be readings of new policies or amendments at two meetings before final adoption.  Formally adopted policies shall be recorded in the minutes of the Board, and only those so recorded shall be regarded as official Board policy. 

Policy Dissemination and Implementation

Policies are general principles and statements of intent that should give clear and concise direction to the District Administrator.  The administrator shall prepare written regulations to insure the implementation of Board policy.  The Board does not adopt administrative regulations unless specifically required to do so by law.  The District Administrator is responsible to see that new policies or amendments and related rules are published in the designated policy file.
