ENTRANCE AGE

Children who meet the state entrance age requirements will be enrolled in kindergarten and/or first grade at the beginning of the school year.  Kindergarten registration will be held in the spring.
All children seeking admission to kindergarten or first grade must have their fifth and sixth birthdays, respectively, on/or before September 1.  The Board may admit children to kindergarten or first grade below the legal age in accordance with established early admission guidelines and state law.

The district administrator/designee shall verify the age of children enrolling in the district.

Special Education Programs

Given written parental permission, IEP screening and evaluation will be provided to a child who has special needs by age 3 and is suspected of having exceptional educational needs (EEN).  If the child meets DPI eligibility criteria, and if the parent(s)/guardian(s) consent in writing, a resident child with EEN will be place in an appropriate special education program.
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
