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RULE (1)

EARLY ADMISSION PROCEDURES

The Board of Education has the final authority for deciding whether or not a child is to be granted early admission to kindergarten or first grade as set forth below.

Early Admission to Kindergarten

1.
A child who reaches five (5) years of age after September 1 but before January 1 of the school year of kindergarten eligibility may enter public school kindergarten early under the following procedures:


a.
A personal interview involving the child's parent(s)/guardian(s) and the district administrator will be held.  At this time, the parent(s)/ guardian(s) reasons for requesting early admission should be discussed and recorded.  The criteria to be used in determining early admission eligibility should be explained to the parent(s)/ guardian(s) by use of the district form provided (see Exhibit A).


b.
A written parental/guardian request for consideration of early admission and completion of Parent Information Questionnaire (Exhibit B) should be made to the district administrator.

 c.         Following the personal interview and with written parental/ guardian permission, the administrator will refer the child to the school psychologist for evaluation as to early admission eligibility. This and any other professional evaluations shall be completed at no cost to the parent(s)/guardian(s).


d.
Following the formal evaluation by the school psychologist, the administrator shall establish a team, which may consist of the administrator, kindergarten teacher, school psychologist, and parent(s) or guardian(s).  Other professionals may be involved at the administrator's discretion.

 

The team will determine if the child meets standards for early admission using the Early Admission Cumulative Record worksheet (Exhibit C).  
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RULE (2)
2.
These standards require that:

a.
The child demonstrates the mental maturity, physical/fine motor and readiness skills normally expected for successful participation in a 


five-year-old kindergarten.  This requirement is judged to have been met for early kindergarten entrance when the child is " superior"  (90th percentile or above on age norms) in the full range of abilities, including mental maturity, physical/fine motor and readiness skills.


b.
The child should be capable of kindergarten level schoolwork and his/her educational welfare best served by placement in kindergarten.  Requirements (a.) and (b.)  do not apply if requirement (c.)  is met. 


c.
The child may qualify for early admission to kindergarten by documented success in a four-year-old public school kindergarten 



program or by documented entrance and completion in another kindergarten program in another state with different age entrance requirements.  The administrator shall advise the parent(s)/guardian(s) of Wisconsin state law regarding entrance to kindergarten.

3.
Once a student is enrolled the placement will be reviewed no later than the end of the 1st quarter.  The team will make a final evaluation of the child’s social and emotional maturity during the six-week trial period.

Early Admission to First Grade 

1.
Requirements for early entrance to first grade are identical to those for early entrance to kindergarten with the following exceptions:


a.
A child under consideration must be six years of age after September 1 but before January 1 of the school year of first grade eligibility.

b. 
The child may qualify for early admission by documented success and 
completion of a five-year-old kindergarten program or an equivalent 
program in another state or private school. 
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
