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ATTENDANCE

Each student is required to be in regular attendance, unless his/her health would be jeopardized or he/she would jeopardize the health of other members of the student body.

Regular attendance is required by Wisconsin State Law.  It requires a child of school age to attend school every day it is in session unless he/she is ill or there is a family emergency.

The Wisconsin School Attendance Law (section 118.16 of the Wisconsin Statutes) requires regular attendance at school of any child between the ages of seven and sixteen years.

Unless a child is actually present in school, he/she will be considered absent or tardy regardless of the fact that his/her absence or tardiness may be acceptable to the school authorities and he/she may be excused.

When there is an absence from school, the parent or designated person should call the school to inform of the reason for absence.

Regular attendance and being on time are important elements in gaining an education.  
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
