STUDENT ATTENDANCE

Regular attendance at school and in classes is a responsibility shared by students, parents and the schools.  It is the intent of the Friess Lake School District to encourage a high rate of attendance to assist students in reaching their full potential.

Procedures shall be developed by the district administrator to enhance the full attendance requirement and to determine appropriate action to serve as a deterrent to truancy.  These procedures shall be in accordance with state law and approved by the Board.  In accordance with state law, all children between six (6) and eighteen (18) years of age must attend school full time until the end of the term, quarter or semester in which they become eighteen (18) years of age, unless they have a legal excuse as defined by the Board, fall under one of the exceptions outlined in the state statutes, or have graduated from high school.
