ASSIGNMENT OF STUDENTS TO CLASSES

Assignment of students to classes within schools in the Friess Lake School District shall be the responsibility of the district administrator, working in cooperation with the professional staff.  In determining appropriate placement, student records, age, testing information, and other pertinent data may be considered.  The district may request additional testing by district staff to assist in making a determination regarding appropriate placement.  

The Friess Lake School District has the authority to assign students to grade level, teacher, and class.  This policy is applicable to all student placements, including but not limited to students entering school for the first time, transferring from another school (public, private, or home-schooled), or entering from a state or residential facility.

Parent(s) or guardian(s) may request assignment on or before the last school day in June.  The administration will attempt to honor timely requests, but final authority is at their discretion.
