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STUDENT DUE PROCESS RIGHTS
For any disciplinary action such as expulsion or suspension that is taken against a student, the student has a right to the procedures as provided by §120.13, Wisconsin Statutes.  Any student facing expulsion or suspension has the right to a hearing before the District Administrator/designee, with the student's parent or guardian attending if the student desires or as otherwise provided by law.
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
