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Student Conduct

In support of the aims of public education, the Board of Education believes the behavior of students attending the Friess Lake School shall reflect standards of good citizenship demanded by members of a democratic society.  Self-discipline, which implies responsibility for one’s actions, is one of the important, ultimate goals of education.  Therefore, the school shall hold students accountable for their actions.

Students shall be expected to abide by school/staff rules and regulations established by the District Administrator.

The Friess Lake School district shall not discriminate in standards and rules of behavior, including student harassment, on the basis of gender, race, national origin, ancestry, creed, pregnancy, marital or parental status, sexual orientation, or physical, mental, emotional, or learning disability.  Discrimination complaints shall be processed in accordance with established procedures.
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
