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BUS RIDER RULES AND DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES

Bus Rider Rules
Every rider who does not abide by the rules and regulations regarding bus travel will be deprived of the privilege to ride the bus.  The rules and regulations below also apply to any school sponsored trip,

A. Previous to loading (along side of the road or at school), the student is:

1. To be on time at the designated school bus stop in order to keep the bus on schedule.

2. To maintain safe conduct while waiting.  This includes staying off the road at all times and crossing the road only after give proper signal by driver.

3. To wait until the bus has been brought to a complete stop and any students on that bus have exited before moving toward the bus to enter at a school loading zone.

4. To remain on school grounds after arrival at school and while waiting for departure on school buses.
B. While on the bus, the student is:

1. To keep hands and head inside the bus at all times.

2. Not to engage in horseplay including excessive load talking and laughter or to:

A. cause unnecessary confusion,

B. fight, or

C. use profanity on or around the bus.

3. Not to throw anything out of the bus window or inside the bus at any time.

4. To stay in the seat while the bus is in motion, except as permitted by the driver in accordance with the provisions of state law.

Discipline Procedures
Bus drivers will refer all disciplinary cases that are beyond their authority to the District Administrator/designee.  Bus drivers will copy written reports of student violations of bus rider rules to the District Administrator/designee.  A course of action will be determined by the Administrator/designee in consultation with the bus driver, and/or bus contractor.
Bus riding privileges will be withheld if a rules violation warrants such action.  Parents will be notified by the school of any disciplinary action taken.  Discipline will be administered in the above manner for major infractions such as assault, fighting, 
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vandalism, theft, insubordination, possession of a weapon, possession of use of tobacco, and possession or use of alcohol or other drugs.

For major infractions such as being in possession of, threatening to use, or using a weapon (as defined in policy 443.51); selling or possessing drugs with the intent to deliver; using unprovoked force against a bus driver; and fighting or being charged with acts of violence, the student will be immediately referred to the District Administrator/designee for disciplinary action. (Note: At the administrative investigation level, options may be considered for EEN students and students in grades K-8 in situations where the facts and circumstances surrounding the violation are in question, or upon recommendation of legal counsel.)

For minor infractions such as hitting, spitting, profanity, being out of seat, throwing objects, obstruction aisles, making loud noises, or hanging out windows, the following consequences will occur:

1.  Minor – First Offense: Driver confers with the student, identifies the infraction, warns the student, takes appropriate action, and submits referral to District Administrator/designee.

2.  Minor – Second Offense: Driver confers with the student, identifies the infraction, and writes the behavior referral which is submitted to the District Administrator/designee, who will then take action.
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
