STUDENT CONDUCT ON SCHOOL BUSES

Students shall conduct themselves while on the school bus in a manner consistent with established student behavior standards.  Misbehavior of any kind will not be tolerated.

When a student fails to maintain proper conduct on the school bus, such misconduct shall be brought to the attention of the District Administrator.  Where continuing or serious problems exist, the student’s bus riding privileges may be suspended.  Due process procedures shall be utilized in disciplining students regarding misconduct on school buses.
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
