STUDENT DETENTIONS

The Board believes that when students violate school rules and regulations, they should be disciplined for their actions.  In the middle school, discipline may come in the form of school detentions.

The district administrator shall establish student detention procedures.  Students will be given advance notice when they are required to serve detention.  

Elementary school teachers may request individual students to remain in school for a period not to exceed 30 minutes after the closing of the afternoon session for a conference.  Such conference may be related to their schoolwork or behavior.  An elementary student may be required to remain after school only when advance arrangements have been made with the student's parent/guardian.

No student transported to school by bus shall be detained after school unless the teacher has made satisfactory arrangements with the student's parent(s)/guardian for transportation.
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
