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ANNUAL OPERATING BUDGET

1.  BUDGET REPORTS AND HEARINGS

The budget document, after preliminary approval by the Board of Education, shall be made available for public inspection in accordance with requirement of state law.

A public hearing shall be scheduled annually to permit citizens an opportunity to express views or ask questions relative to provisions of the budget document.

A Class 1 notice containing the above information and in a format compliant with state statutes will be published in the official District newspaper or other acceptable means of publishing prior to the time of the public hearing in accordance with state statutes.
2.  BUDGET IMPLEMENTATION AND CONTROL

The Board of Education places responsibility for administering the operating budget, once adopted, with the District Administrator who may delegate to the Business Manager.  The budget will be administered in accordance with state laws and regulations.  

3.  BUDGET IMPACT ANALYSIS

The Board of Education may require a three-year budget impact analysis for resolutions resulting in current and future expenditures of district funds.  The impact analysis would include the effect on the budget for the current year and subsequent two fiscal years.
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
