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Special Observance Days

Special observance days shall be observed in the Friess Lake School District in accordance with state law.  The administration, along with teaching staff, shall be responsible for planning special observance day activities.  Activities should be appropriate for students at particular grade levels.

Observance days should provide students with elements of the American heritage.  Through organized observance activities, students may gain an understanding of some great Americans, their personalities, their ideas, and their importance in history.

If any observance day falls on a weekend or vacation day, the observance shall be on a school day immediately preceding or following such day.
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
