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Parent Rights and the Curriculum

The Friess Lake Board of Education retains the final responsibility for all instructional materials used and the curricula taught in the district schools.  The board recognizes that without a free and open exchange of ideas, learning and teaching cannot be effective.

The board also recognizes the rights of parents to inspect instructional materials and to deny their child's participation in certain curricular activities in accordance with state and federal laws and regulations.

Requests for review of instructional materials (adopted or proposed), reconsideration of instructional materials, or a child's exclusion from participation in certain curricular activities shall be made in writing to the district administrator/designee.  All requests for reconsideration of instructional materials shall be reviewed in accordance with procedures set forth in administrative rule 331.

The board recognizes the right of district residents to express concern about the educational programs of their schools.  When these concerns are expressed, they will be carefully considered and afforded the courtesy of a prompt review and written reply by school personnel.  All such replies will be based upon instructional goals, course objectives, and adopted criteria for the selection of instructional materials.
