Programs for Children with Exceptional Educational Needs
Programs shall be organized for children with the following conditions: physical, crippling or orthopedic disability, cognitive disabilities or other developmental disabilities, hearing impairment, visual disability, speech or language disability, emotional disturbance, learning disability and autism.

Children ages three to twenty-one suspected of having exceptional educational needs (EEN) should be referred to the district administrator, who in turn will see that all-necessary evaluations are conducted.  An IEP recommendation for or against the assignment of special education services will be obtained and the appropriate placement made following consultation with parent(s) or guardian(s) and appropriate school personnel. The district administrator is responsible for identifying the appropriate programs/services that are needed to meet the educational needs identified by the school district IEP.

All procedures followed in the identification and provision of service to children with EEN will be conducted in accordance with state and federal laws and regulations.

Nondiscriminatory testing and evaluation procedures will be used in the identification of special education students.  Evaluations will be conducted and recommendations will be made in the child’s native language to avoid cultural bias and to assure parent and student understanding.

Those students having special needs, but not requiring a formal IEP according to law, which may include but are not limited to migrant students, homeless students, students living with poverty, and English language learners, will also be considered for assistive technology devices and/or services. 
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
