Gifted and Talented Programs

The Friess Lake School District shall strive to offer instructional experiences appropriate to each student’s individual needs, interests, and capabilities.

Gifted and talented programs shall be established which provide potentially high achieving students with an opportunity to develop skills at a rate and to an extent appropriate to their abilities.  “Gifted and talented students” shall include those students who demonstrate evidence of high performance capability in intellectual, creative, artistic, leadership, or specific academic areas, and whose needs are not meet in the regular school program.  Students shall be identified as gifted and talented in accordance with state guidelines.

The Board shall review gifted and talented programs on a regular basis, which may include input from parents and children eligible for such service as well as staff responsible for providing it.
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
