GRADE ADVANCEMENT POLICY

GRADES 4 AND 8

The Friess Lake School District believes that students should be placed at the grade level which best meets their academic and emotional needs. In accordance with Wisconsin Statute 118.33(6), students in grades 4 and 8 must meet the following requirements in order to be promoted:

1. Students must score at least “Basic” in four of five of the subject areas tested on the Wisconsin Knowledge and Concepts Examinations

OR

2. Students must have achieved at least an overall Grade Point Average of 1.5 for the full school year

OR
3. Students must be recommended for promotion by a committee of school staff, called a Grade Advancement Committee that will consist of:

Grade 8
-Two “Core Area” Teachers

OR
4. The promotion of students in Grades 4 & 8 who are in Special Education will be determined by the District Administrator in consultation with the regular education teacher(s) and the appropriate Special Education teacher(s), based upon the goals established by the student’s Individual Education Plan.
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
