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Group Standardized Testing Policy  (K-8) 

The Friess Lake School District subscribes to the belief that standardized testing is needed to assist the district in measuring the outcomes of instruction and to determine whether instructional efforts are positively affecting student achievement.  Standardized tests are also needed to assure the development of benchmark data that may be used to assist the determination of academic performance at critical points in a student's school experience.

Standardized tests will be periodically reviewed to determine the match of test items with instructional objectives.  In so doing, staff may then determine the weight that may be given to test data as it is used to develop a comprehensive picture of student achievement.
