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SCHOOL SAFETY PLAN

It is the policy of the Friess Lake School District that all students and staff have the expectation that the school they attend will be safe, secure, and peaceful.  The district has and will continue its efforts to provide a nurturing, safe environment that allows all students, staff, and members of the community an opportunity to be involved freely in all forms of education and expression that will lead to the acquisition of better decision-making skills.

The laws of our society do not stop at the front door of the school.  The Friess Lake School District safety plan will address three critical goal areas:


1.
Protection of students and staff.


2.
Protection of school property.


3.
Establishment of a climate conducive to learning for all students.

The parents/guardians of children attending school in the Friess Lake School District are expected to instill appropriate standards of conduct at home so their children's behavior at school will be conducive to their own educational progress and not disruptive to the school's educational program.  Parents/ guardians are expected to respond and follow through on the school requests for assistance on issues relating to student behavior and academic responsibility.  Parent intervention and assistance could lessen or eliminate the need for future disciplinary action.  Parents are also asked to cooperate with school safety plan procedures adopted for use.

The students of the Friess Lake School District are expected to behave in a manner conducive to their own educational progress.  They will take responsibility for their actions and be accountable for their academic and social growth.  They will abide by the policies and rules of the district, and the classrooms.  Students will practice standards of common courtesy and respect for themselves, others, and property.

The staff of the Friess Lake School District is expected to provide students with a positive school environment.  This will be characterized by sensitivity and respect for all cultures and individuals, support and recognition for positive behavior, and a sense of community in the school.
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
