AUTHORIZED USE OF SCHOOL-OWNED EQUIPMENT

The Friess Lake School Board authorizes the off-site/off-hour use of school equipment resources for District educational purposes.

The District Administrator/designee shall be responsible for authorizing off-site/off-hour use of instructional and computing equipment by staff, district residents and adult organizations. Computing equipment refers to, but is not, limited to notepads (tablet pc’s), laptops, monitors, pc, and hardware. Priority for such usage will be given to the District office staff. Authorization shall be limited to the following purposes:

1. Examining and using instructional software

2. Developing programs for school use

3. Preparing school-related materials and instructional plans

4. Becoming familiar with equipment operation

5. Approved use in graduate school course work


Computer resources shall not be used for activities for profit or hire; non-school activities such as financial record keeping or taxes; illegal activities; or off-site use during school hours except when specifically authorized by the District Administrator/designee.

A staff member may arrange to check out a computer/laptop over extended calendar break periods (specifically, summer break, Christmas break and spring break) keeping in mind that district office personnel have priority for such resources.

Only stand-alone computers (as opposed to computers that are wired to networks) will be loaned. Requests, which would require the extensive loading of software, or a lengthy reset-up of the machine upon its return, will not be honored.
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
